Entries must be on official AKC Field Trial or Hunt Test entry form (enclosed.)  
Phone, fax, or e-mail entries will not be accepted.  Deliveries requiring a 
signature will not be accepted.  No entry shall specify any conditions as to 
its acceptance. 

Entries that are incomplete (including unsigned entry forms) do not constitute a 
valid entry and will be returned.  An entry form must be filled out for each 
dog and for each day entered. 

Entries without correct fees (including checks dated after the closing date and 
returned checks) do not constitute a valid entry and will be returned.  Fees 
must be payable in U.S. funds.  A $25 service charge will be applied for 
each returned check. 

Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that the dog is absent, disqualified, 
excused, or barred from competition by the action of the test committee.  
Entry fees will be refunded for bitches in season if the test secretary 
receives such a request in writing before the dog is called to the line.
